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If you ever happen lo cross Uzbekistan from norih {o south,
or from west to east, you will invariably notice that next to
the vast cotton fields there are bound to be orchards and vine-
rards.

: Apple orchards resembling accurately drawn squares, orderly
rows of grape vines, and in the foothills — groves of almonds,
pistachio and barberry, all form an integral part of the lands-
cape in the republic.

Uzbekistan is the main producer of “white gold”— colton
in the country, accounting for two thirds of the overall output.
More than 6.200 thousand tons of “white gold” were delivered
to the procurement points in 1980,— the last year of the tenth
five-year plan. Never before had so much cotlon been grownin
the republic. .

Other branches of agriculture are also developing according
to plan: among them livestock farming, grain growing, g.ﬂi\--
worm breeding and melon growing. Greal prominence is given
to horticulture and wviticulture. . .

In early spring when the snow just begins to melt in the
foothills, trees already burst into bloom. They are the tiny white
almond blossoms heralding the advent ol nature's reawakening.
Next to appear are the pink blossoms in the cherry apricot and
apple orchards, while in their whiteness, the blooming cherry
plums and quince can easily vie with the snow. The orchards
of Uzbekistan are dressed into a mew, colourful and lovely
atlire. :

Uzbekistan has long been famed for its apples and pears,
cherries and plums, quince and grapes unp_arallcled in their
taste and aroma.

rang, the Taifi pink and white grape varieties, the Kattakurgan
and others they are unequaled in the size of clusters, sugar
content and fine {taste.

In 1913 on the territory of present Uzbekistan there were
only 22 thousand hectares of orchards and 37 thousand hectares
of vineyards, while the output of fruit and grapes did not exceed
150—170 thousand tons a year.

After the October Socialist Revolution all branches of the
national economy, horticulture and viticulture in Uzbekistan
were developed on an unprecedenied scale.

The Central Committee of the Communist Party of Uzbeki-
stan atfaches great importance to horticulture and viticulture.
In its resolutions il has oullined a broad programme for the
development of this imporiant branch of the agriculture, which,
as allernate member ol the Politbureau of the CC of the Com-
munist Parly of the Soviet Union, first secretary of the CC of
{he Communist Party of Uzbekistan Sh. Rashidoy stated *._have
made it possible lo supply the population with fresh fruit and
vegelables, increase their supplies to the industrial centres of
the country. Mare of this produce has to be grown, more
orchards and vineyards cultivated, more large hothouses, sto-
rage houses and refrigerators have to be buill.”

In Soviet time the area under orchards and vineyards in
Uzbekistan has increased more than fivefold —and is now
almost 300 thousand hectares. That accounts approximalely for
60 per cent of all the orchards and vineyards in Central Asia
and 6 per cent of the irrigated land in the republic.

Horticullure and viticulture have been especially developed
in the past 20 years. The sown area has almost doubled, while
ihe overall output of fruit, berries and grapes has increased
4 times over. The republic now produces aboul 1 million 250 tho-
usand tons of fruit and grapes.

The Uzbek republic plays a prominent role in the Soviet
Union’s outpul ol grapes of all four Ltrends —{able, currant
and raisin, wine and also those to be processed and produced
as juice, stewed fruit and jam.

It has become a good tradition of rural workers to hold
annual Republican Fairs just before the holidays with the par-



ticipation of horticulturists and viticulturists from the Karakal-
palt Autonomous Republic and all the regions. It manifests the
deep union hetween the Sickle and Hammer — the urban popu-
lation producing machines and equipment for the countryside,
and farmers using this technique to grow food products for the
working people's table,

Every year up to 100 thousand tons of fruit and grapes are
sent to Moscow—capital of our couniry, Leningrad, Siberia,
the Far East, to the indusirial centres of Russia and to the
Baikal-Amur Railway line. It is a manifestation of the Soviet
people’s friendship, their cooperation and mutual aid.

The powerful processing indusiry in the republic puts out
annually up to 100 million cans of Iruit and about 19 million
decalitres of grape wine.

Uzbekistan is the home of unique dried fruits varieties of
apricots and grapes, and is their main producer in the Soviet
Union. It also holds the lead in the production of table varielies
of grapes.

As the years passed Uzbekistan cultivated ils own traditions
and method of specialising in [ruit and grape growing. Far and
wide has spread the fame of the Dashnabad and Kuvin pome-
granates, Namangan apples, Kassan and Altiarik almonds, Sa-
markand grapes, Ferghana apricots and figs, Hadjaabad pears
and walnuts from Bostanlik.

The best varieties of fruit are being widely cultivated in
various zones of the republic, including formerly desert and
newly irrigated lands in Central Ferghana, Surkhan-Sherabad
oasis and the Hunger, Karshi and Dzhizak steppes.

It has its
own canneries and wine-making plants, as well as a network
of procurement organizations purchasing products from other
farms. In 1980 the Association procured more than 500 thou
sand lons of fruil and grapes and plans to further increase pro:
curement.

One of the biggesi enterprises putting out horticultural pro:
duce is the Usupov Agro-industrial Association.

There where once the capricious Chirchik river used fo
change its course now lie the vast orchards of the “Ogo-
nek (Flame) state farm. Hundreds of hectares of
land have been wrested from the river through the heroic la-
bour of horticulturists and vine-growers of fhe farm where
young saplings have been planted.

Il is with deep respect and love that people in the republic
talk about the prominent Uzbek vine-grower, Hero of Socialist
Labour Rizamat-ata Musamukhamedov. He has devoted his long
and colourful life to the development of new remarkable varie-
lies of grapes which are now famed throughout the world. But
le deserves merit not only for developing many new varieties
of grapes. Wherever Rizamat-ata went — to the Hunger Steppe
or Ferghana Valley — he always left behind him scores of pu-
pils to continue his good cause.

Citrus from the tropic and subtropic zones have adapted
well on the fertile Uzbek soil. Today many farms in Andijan,
Namangan, Surkhandarya, Tashkent and other regions grow
lemons in covered trenches. And in the near future s_uch cove-
red trenches — hothouses where citrus is grown — will occupy
more than 400 hectares of land yielding up to 90 million fruit
annually. Honorary Member of the Academy of Sciences of the
Uzbek Republic Zainiddin Fakhriddinov obtains high yields of
lemons and other citrus. . !

Today specialists for horticulture and viticulture in the re-
public are trained at a special faculty of the Tashkent Agricul-
lural Institute. About 350 young specialists graduate from tlhesle
institutions annually. Cadres for these branches of the agricul-
lire also undergo training and attend refresher courses on the
base of the Shroeder Association on Horticulture, Vine-growing
and Wine-making.

There are more than 2 thousand types of
fruit seeds including apples and pears, about 1300 grape
varieties of which 450 have been evolved by local selectionists,
more than 250 types of citrus irees and shrubs, over 1000
fruit peps varielies including some 500 varieties of apricots.
alone.

Extensive work on the development of horticulture and viti-
culture, on the evolvement of new varieties and their implemen-
tation in agricultural production is carried oul by scientists of
lhe Association: corresponding member of the Lenin All-Union
Academy of Agriculture, M. M. Mirzaev, V. V. Kuznetsov,
A. L. Frolov, T. A. Vdoviseva, O. K. Afanasiey, M. K. Sabirov,
S.N. Sharipov, R. G. Berezin and others.

In recent years scientists working in close cooperation with
agricultural specialists, local selectionists have earmarked for
a given area more than 40 new varieties of fruit and grapes no-
{ed for their durability and fine taste.

The scientists of Uzbekistan and the selectionists can be
proud of their varieties of fruit and grapes many of which have
won recognition in the Central Asian republics, the Trans-Cau-
casus, Kazakhstan and have merited many medals and certifi-
cates at various All-Union and International Agricultural exhi-
bitions.
