cemmswes [POSSESSiVE PrONOUNS

As their names imply, both possessive adjectives and possessive pronouns show
ownership. The independent possessive pronouns are mine, ours, yours, his, hers,
its, and theirs. The possessive adjectives, also called possessive determiners,

are my, our, your, his, her, its, and their. We break down each type and offer
examples of their usage below.

Independent possessive pronouns

Possessive pronouns are a type of possessive noun. Also called absolute possessive

pronouns, possessive pronouns simplify constructions that show possession of a
noun by replacing it—in other words, independent possessive_pronouns must stand
alone and be used without a noun. To understand how possessive pronouns can
make things simpler and clearer, first take a look at this example of a sentence that

does not use a possessive pronoun:

Raul’s peace lilies were healthier than my peace lilies.

It sounds repetitive and feels a little unnecessary to state “peace lilies” twice in this
sentence. Rewriting with a possessive pronoun simplifies things:

Raul’s peace lilies were healthier than mine.

Possessive pronoun examples

My phone is dead. Pass me yours.

Did you know that Labrador is mine?

The house on the corner is theirs.
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As you can see, it is common to see independent possessive pronouns at the ends
of clauses or_phrases.

Possessive adjectives

Possessive adjectives also clarify who or what owns something. Unlike possessive
pronouns—which replace nouns—possessive adjectives go before nouns to modify

them.

Like independent possessive pronouns, possessive adjectives can help streamline
sentences. To see what we mean, take a look at a sentence that does not have any

possessive adjectives—and sounds a little clunky as a result:

Jane takes pride in Jane’s outfits.

It sounds odd to use Jane’s name twice in this sentence. A possessive adjective

modifying the noun outfits solves the problem:

Jane takes pride in her outfits.

Thus, possessive adjectives are quite handy and are used frequently in the English
language.

“Wh”-questions begin with what, when, where, who, whom, which, whose, why
and how. We use them to ask for information. The answer cannot be yes or no:
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A: When do you finish college?
B: Next year.
A: Who is your favourite actor?

B: George Clooney for sure!

Forming wh-questions
With an auxiliary verb

We usually form wh-questions with wh- + an auxiliary verb (be, do or have) +
subject + main verb or with wh- + a modal verb + subject + main verb:

Be: When are you leaving? Who’s been paying the bills?

Do: Where do they live? Why didn 't you call me?

Have: What has she done now? What have they decided?

Modal: Who would she stay with?  Where should | park?

When what, who, which or whose is the subject or part of the subject, we do not
use the auxiliary.

Responding to wh-questions

Wh-questions ask for information and we do not expect a yes-no answer to a wh-
question. We expect an answer which gives information:

A: Where's the coffee machine? (We expect an answer about the location of the
coffee machine.)

B: It’s in the room next to the reception.
A: How old is your dog? (We expect an answer about the age of the dog.)

B: She’s about five. I'm not very sure.

Adding emphasis to wh-questions

We can add emphasis to wh-questions in speaking by stressing the auxiliary verb
do. We usually do this when we have not already received the information that we
expected from an earlier question, or to show strong interest.

When the wh-word is the object of the sentence, the do auxiliary is stressed to
make it more emphatic:

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A 13-14. Problems of waste disposal
Problems of waste disposal include environmental contamination (soil,
water, and air), harm to wildlife, human health risks like disease, and social and
economic issues like poor infrastructure and lost revenue from recycling. The topic
also involves challenges such as managing specific waste types like e-waste, the
impact of increasing urbanization, and the need for better regulation and public

awareness. Systemic and administrative problems
Inadequate infrastructure: Many areas lack sufficient facilities and systems for
effective waste collection, treatment, and disposal.

Lack of awareness and education: A lack of public awareness about the
importance of proper disposal and recycling contributes to the problem.

Economic factors: The high cost of building and maintaining proper waste
management systems is a significant barrier, particularly for developing countries.

What is a demonstrative pronoun?

The demonstrative pronouns this, that, these, and those are used to represent an
already mentioned or implied word or phrase, helping make communication faster
and easier.

See the red jacket? | want that.

In the demonstrative (pronounced deh-mon-struh-tiv) pronoun example above, the
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word that represents the red jacket mentioned earlier. The speaker is really saying,
“I want the red jacket.”

All pronouns, demonstrative pronouns can refer to anything. However, the speaker
must make it clear what they are talking about; when they don’t, demonstrative
pronouns become confusing. The thing a pronoun represents is called

the antecedent; in the demonstrative pronoun example above, the antecedent is the
red jacket.

How to use demonstrative pronouns

When writing, you have to use the right type of demonstrative pronoun. The four
demonstrative pronouns are divided into two categories: singular/plural and
near/far.

Singular/plural refers to the number of the antecedent. If the antecedent is one
thing, use the singular demonstrative pronouns this or that. If the antecedent

is multiple things, use the plural demonstrative pronouns these or those.
Don’t touch the chocolate cupcake. That is mine.

Don’t touch the chocolate cookies. Those are mine.
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Near/far can mean distance or time. The near demonstrative
pronouns this and these can refer to something close to the
speaker or something that happened or was mentioned

recently. That and those represent something physically farther
away or that happened longer ago.

The movie last night was awful. This is the last time you
recommend one. The movie two weeks ago was
worse. That was a nightmare! Be
careful, because demonstrative pronouns aren’t always used Near Far
literally. They can also be used figuratively to describe an idea
or concept instead of an actual thing with distance.

Demonstrative pronouns vs. demonstrative
determiners (demonstrative adjectives)

The words this, that, these, and those can also be used
as determiners instead of pronouns. Determiners modify nouns just like
adjectives do, so demonstrative determiners are also called demonstrative

adjectives.

Demonstrative determiners are also divided by near and far. When they
modify a noun, they can show that it's something close to the speaker, or they

can indicate more distance.
| don'’t like this restaurant next to us. Let’s eat at that café across the street.

In the examples, this modifies restaurant to show it’s closer to the speaker,

while that modifies café to show it's farther away.

Like demonstrative pronouns, demonstrative determiners also use singular
and plural. Use the singular form when modifying singular nouns and the

plural form when modifying plural nouns.
This tree is a thousand years old.

These trees are a thousand years old.

Antecedents of demonstrative pronouns
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When using demonstrative pronouns, it's important to make it clear what the
antecedent is. Otherwise, your listener or reader won’t know what you're
referring to when you say this, that, these, or those. When a pronoun

represents an unknown word, we call that an ambiguous antecedent.

We can either go bowling or see a movie. Let’s do that.

In this example, it’'s not clear what that refers to. It could refer to “go bowling”
or to “see a movie.” This makes it an ambiguous antecedent. To fix it, you

need to be more clear about what that means.

We can either go bowling or see a movie. | love bowling, so let’s do that.

Sometimes, however, you don’t need to mention the antecedent because it's
clear from context. In other words, it's obvious what the demonstrative
pronoun refers to, so you don’t have to mention it. These are called implied

antecedents.

For example, let’'s say you’re driving, and you hear a funny sound from the

engine. You can say:
That’s not good.

It's obvious the word that refers to the sound. Implied antecedents are
common in speech, especially when you can gesture with your hands. For
example, if you point your finger and say, “Look at that!” it's clear the

word that means whatever you're pointing at.

Other uses of that

Be careful with the word that; it has many different meanings. In addition to
being a demonstrative pronoun and a demonstrative determiner, as we said

above, that is also a relative pronoun. Relative pronouns like that, which, who,

and whom are words that can join other clauses or introduce a new relative

clause.
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When joining clauses, the word that acts as a subordinating conjunction to

introduce a subordinate clause. This use of that is completely different from

how it's used as a demonstrative pronoun and should be treated like a
different word.

She said that that was the last slice of pizza.

In the example above, the first that is a subordinating conjunction, and the
second that is a demonstrative pronoun. When using that as a conjunction, be

careful about confusing which vs. that.

As a relative pronoun, that can also begin a new clause called a relative

clause. A relative clause is a type of adjective phrase used to describe or

modify a noun.

Let’s play a game that is easy to learn.

In this example, the relative pronoun that introduces the relative clause that is
easy to learn. This relative clause modifies the noun game, so the speaker is

talking about an easy-to-learn game.

The past simple, in its interrogative form, is used to ask about situations that
occurred in the past and have now concluded.

The structure is: Did + subject + verb + ...?

For example:
— “Did you ask?” = We use the past simple to ask questions about a past event.

We use ‘any’ in negative sentences (with doesn’t, don’t, didn’t, etc.) and with
words that have a negative meaning, such as ‘never’, ‘without’, ‘refuse’, etc. So we
can say,

“He never says anything.”

“We didn’t stop anywhere.”

“They did it without any difficulty.”

“She refused to give him any attention.”

We also use ‘any’ in most questions, and often with ‘if’. For example,

“Did anyone understand this?”

“Do you know any good bars?”

“Have you seen any good movies lately?”

“If they need any help, tell them to call me.”

“I think a hero is any person really intent on making this a better place for all

people.”

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How to Use SOME in English

We generally use ‘some’ and words that start with ‘some’ (someone, somebody,
etc.) in affirmative sentences. So we can say,

“There is someone at the door.”
“He has some interesting stories.”
We use ‘some’ when we don’t care about the quantity or the amount. For example,

“There’s some spaghetti sauce on your face.’

We also use ‘some’ when something or someone is unknown or unfamiliar. So we
can say,

)

“Some guy called for you while you were gone. Here'’s his number.’

“Some lady was asking about you. I told her to come back in an hour.’

As I mentioned earlier, we use ‘any’ in most questions. But there are some
exceptions. For instance, when we make offers or requests, we use ‘some’. So, if
you’re with friends and you’d like to offer them drinks, you can say,

“Would you like some wine?”

“Would you like something to drink?”

Similarly, if you’re making a request, you can say,

“Can I have some water?”

“Could you lend me some money?”

The Main Difference Between SOME and ANY

As a general rule, we use ‘some’ for affirmative sentences, and ‘any’ for questions
or negative sentences.

Usually, both ‘some’ and ‘any’ can only be used with countable plural nouns or
uncountable nouns. For example,

“I have some questions.”
“I don’t have any questions.”
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“Do you have any questions?”
Or,

“I have some water.

“I don’t have any water. “

“Do you have any water? “
But there are some exceptions.

We can use ‘any’ in affirmative sentences when there’s a sense of no limitation.
For example,

“Anyone who works here can help you.’

This means that it doesn’t matter who you ask, because everyone who works here
can help you.

Holidays In Great Britain

There are fewer public holidays in Great Britain than in other European
countries. They are: Christmas Day, Boxing Day, New Year's Day, Good Friday,
Easter Monday, May Day, Spring Bank Holiday and Summer Bank Holiday. Public
holidays in Britain are called bank holidays, because the banks as well as most of
the offices and shops are closed.

The most popular holiday is Christmas. Every year the people of Norway give the
city of London a present. It's a big Christmas tree and it stands in Trafalgar Square.
Central streets are beautifully decorated.

Before Christmas, groups of singers go from house to house. They collect money
for charity and sing carols, traditional Christmas songs. Many churches hold a carol
service on the Sunday before Christmas.

The fun starts the night before, on the 24th of December. Traditionally this is the
day when people decorate their trees. Children hang stockings at the end of their
beds, hoping that Father Christmas will come down the chimney during the night
and fill them with toys and sweets. Christmas is a family holiday. Relatives usually
meet for the big Christmas dinner of turkey and Christmas pudding. And everyone
gives and receives presents. The 26th of December, Boxing Day, is an extra holiday
after Christmas Day. This is the time to visit friends and relatives or perhaps sit at
home and watch football.

New Year's Day is less popular in Britain than Christmas. But in Scotland,
Hogmanay is the biggest festival of the year.

Besides public holidays there are some special festivals in Great Britain. One of
them takes place on the 5th of November. On that day, in 1605, Guy Fawkes tried
to blow up the Houses of Parliament and kill King James I. He didn't succeed. The
King's men found the bomb, took Guy Fawkes to the Tower and cut off his head.

Since that day the British celebrate the 5th of November. They burn a dummy, made
of straw and old clothes, on a bonfire and let off fireworks. This dummy is called a
"guy" (like Guy Fawkes) and children can often be seen in the streets before the 5th
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of November saying, "Penny for the guy." If they collect enough money they can
buy some fireworks.

There are also smaller, local festivals in Britain.
2. New Year’s Eve in Sydney, Australia

As one of the first cities on the planet to see in the new year, Sydney always goes all
out with their New Year’s Eve celebrations. Top tip is to go out early to ensure you
squeeze all the partying possible out of this city. Loads of family events take place
during the day, but the evening focus is always on the Darling Harbour and
the Harbour Bridge which make for an awesome backdrop for the most stunning
fireworks you’ll ever see.

Verb Forms in English

Verb Forms: You already know that to describe the action of the subject we use
verbs. As you are reading this article, you are doing an act of reading and to describe
your action here the verb ‘read’ is used. In English Grammar, a verb can be modified
into different forms to adjust the context of an action performed at a specific time.
A verb form helps us in identifying that when the action is being performed by the
subject that is either the action is performed at present or in the past or is going to be
performed in the near future. In this article, we will discuss the different forms of
verbs, their uses in a sentence, and their examples.
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Verb Forms

When a verb appears in a sentence in a different or modified way to describe the
specific time of the action performed by the subject, it is known as Verb Form. To
understand tenses, it is important to learn Verb Forms. In ERgliShiGrammat there
are five types of verb forms but basically there are five forms- third-person singular,
present participle, past, and past participle.

Present (Root) form of a verb
Simple Past form of a verb

Present Participle form of verb
Third -person singular Present form
Past Participle form of a verb

Five Forms of VVerbs

There are three forms of M€kl namely Present, Past, and Past Participle. These forms
of verb are commonly named as V1, V2, and V3. By modifying or adding different
suffixes or prefixes to the base or root verb we make other different forms of verbs.
The root verb is often used to represent the simple present tense. For example- Read,
Write, Walk, Play, Run, Go

1. Present (Root) Form of a Verb

This type of verb form, that is root form of verb is the base form of the verb and is
used originally without any change into any other form. Root verbs are the basic or
original form verbs without any modification or changes. Different forms are formed
from the root verbs. In some cases, root verbs are used as simple present forms of
verbs. This is commonly called as V1 forms of verb.

Examples of Present (Root ) form of verb:

« Nisha love watching movies with my friends. (Base form — love)
o Preeti finish my homework before 6 p.m. everyday.(Base form — finish)
« Chinki play really well. (Root verb — play)

2. Simple past form of a verb
The simple past form of the verb is a verb used to refer to or denote any action that

took place in the past or the work that is already done. This form of the verb is also
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known as the ‘V2’ form of the verb. This form of verb is generally formed by adding
(-ed)/(-d) at the end of the main or root verb.

Examples of Simple past form of a verb:

« When a root verb ends with ‘e’ then only (-d) is used to form the simple past
form of the verb, otherwise (-ed) is used. For Example- Play- Played, Fill-
Filled, Fix- Fixed, Skip- Skipped.

« There are some irregular forms of verbs that are being used in its root or base
form of verbs to describe the action that took place in the past. For
Example- Cut- Cut, Read-Read, Hurt- Hurt, Shut-Shut, Put-Put, etc.

Simple past forms of verbs can be difficult to determine for some irregular verbs that
do not follow the general rule. They neither follow the rule of adding ‘ed’ or ‘d’ nor
remain in their root form of verbs. Generally, these forms of verbs need to be
remembered. Let's look at some examples to understand it in a much better way:
Sing- Sang, Buy - Bought, Loose - Lost, Think - Thought, Fly -Flew, Ring- Rang,
Go - Went, Find - Found, etc.

3. Past participle form of a verb

The past participle form of a verb is also known as the ‘V3’ form of a verb. The past
participle form of the verb may appear in the present, past, or future perfect
tense. Past Particles forms of verbs are also formed by adding ‘-ed’/ *-d’ just like
simple past but past participles form of verbs always come with an auxiliary verb.
As we discussed in the simple past about some irregular VefDRfORMS that do not
follow the general rule, here in past participles there are also some irregular verbs
that need to be remembered. Let’s understand with an example:

For Example-

“Mohan has taken his father to the hospital.” Here, the phrase “has taken™ is in the
past participle form, as opposed to the Simple past form of the verb took i.e “Mohan
took his father to the hospital.”

4. Present Participle form of verb

he present participle verb form is created by adding -ing to the base form. It’s used
in the past, present, and future progressive verb tenses. This is V4 form of verb.

Examples of Present Participle form of verb:
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« When a verb ends with a vowel followed by a consonant, the last consonant
of the word is doubled, and then the (-ing) is added. For example- Run-
Running, Swim- Swimming, Cut- Cutting.

« When a verb ends with an ‘e’, then that last ‘e’ is removed, and the (-ing) is
added. However, there are some verbs that retain the ‘e’ in the root form when
converted to the present participle form of the verb. For example- Educate -
Educating, Smile- Smiling, Bake- Baking.

5. Third -Person Singular Present Form

Third-person singular Present form is used to represent simple present tense. It is
denoted by addition of -s or-es to the base form. This is V5 form of verb.

Examples of Third-Person singular Present form of verb:

« Rashmi plays badminton well ( Base form- Play, Third -Person Singular

Present Form- Plays)

A39-40 Plant science

Plant science is the term given to a range of research and scientific studies that
explore the estimated 410,000 species of land plant found on the earth. Plant
science encompasses ‘Botany’ from the Greek word Botdvn (botané) meaning
pasture or fodder, in that it involves the observation of plant growth and
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characteristics and investigation into the relationship between plants and their
environment. But it is also much, much more...The huge diversity of research
covered under the umbrella “plant science’ term, is well represented at the John
Innes Centre. For example the laboratory of Professor Enrico Coen studies how
small groups of cells in microscopic buds turn themselves into the diverse flower
and leaf shapes we see all around us. While, Professor Ray Dixon’s group focuses
on how plants respond to environmental cues at a molecular level, to try and
understand the process of biological nitrogen fixation in bacteria and its regulation.
The biochemistry and primary metabolism of plants, including the chemicals and
molecules made by them, and the interaction of plants with pests and diseases are
all important areas of research. Professor Sarah O’Connor has published extensive
work on the biosynthesis of complex chemicals by plants which can be very hard
to make in the laboratory. As such, the potential to use plants as factories could be
very valuable. After all, plants already excel at making complex chemicals, for
example the Madagascan periwinkle, produces vinblastine and vincristine, both of
which are used as anti-cancer drugs. It is impossible to produce these molecules in
a conventional laboratory, but it may be possible to harness the power of plants to
produce these life-saving drugs more quickly and more cheaplyr in the future.
Traditionally ‘Botany’ also included the study of fungi and algae, both of which
remain the subject of research at the John Innes Centre. The laboratory of
Professor Barrie Wilkinson for example, researches the discovery and biosynthesis
of microbial natural products, including those produced by bacteria and fungi, both
of which are a major source of pharmaceuticals for the treatment of life-threatening
diseases. To compliment this, Dr Martin Rezjek is working on a cheap, safe and
effective method of dealing with harmful algal blooms.

According to official sources, about 60 percent of Uzbekistan's population is
covered under the system of education. The earlier educational system required 11
years of compulsory schooling for both men and women. In 1992 the policy decision
was made to change from 11 to 9 years of compulsory education. After nine years
of compulsory schooling, students can prepare for higher education in tenth or
eleventh grade or turn to vocational training. After graduating from any type of
secondary education, an individual can enter a higher education institution to obtain
a bachelor's degree and continue study toward a master's or doctoral degree.
Budget constraints and other transition problems following the collapse of the Soviet
Union, have made it difficult to maintain and update educational buildings,
equipment, texts, supplies, teaching methods, and curricula. Foreign aid for
education is desperately needed, but has not been sufficient to compensate for the
loss of central funding.
When viewed in general, the Uzbekistan educational system includes:
Preschool training (preprimary-from three to six years old)
General secondary education (from 6 to 15 years old)
Secondary vocational education (from 15 to 18 years old)
Higher education (undergraduate and graduate-from 18 years old).
Girls and boys are legally considered equal and study in the same classes and
schools. Schools are open to all ethnic groups, and minorities in schools are rarely
an issue..

Example: I always have the wish to do voluntary teaching for the students having
special education.

Primary education- the first stage of formal education (meaning)
Example: Taking primary education in the right school is essential for the kids.
Co-education/mixed - education for both male and female students at the same
institution. meaning)
Example: We have wanted to join our cousin’s kid in a co-education school.

State school - a school that is funded and controlled by the government (meaning)
Example: It’s a common belief that students can learn better in other schools than
the state school.

Single sex school- schools that have only one gender (meaning)
Example: I have studied in a single sex school from 6th grade to 12th grade.
Comprehensive school - a secondary school for pupils aged approximately 11-18
of all abilities, that is paid for by the state (meaning)
Example: | came to know about the comprehensive school from my neighbour as
they joined their daughter there.

Grammar school - (in the UK) a state secondary school to which pupils are
admitted on the basis of ability. (meaning)
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Example: Grammar schools are gaining popularity even though there are many
people opposing these kinds of education.

Private school - a school supported by a private organization or private individuals
rather than by the state. (meaning)
Example: Due to the financial constraints, | have been shifted from the private
school to public.

Private education - education provided by a private individual or organization,
rather than by the state or a public body. (meaning)
Example: There was a common myth that involving private education will help
gain more knowledge than any other.

Public school- a school that runs on public funds (meaning)
Example: In recent years, there are many parents and even students attending

public school.
Higher education - education at universities or similar educational establishments,
especially to degree level. (meaning)

Boarding school - a school which provides accommodation and meals for the

College - an institution for higher education (meaning)

Consequences
Educational system of Uzbekistan.

According to official sources, about 60 percent of Uzbekistan's population is
covered under the system of education. The earlier educational system required 11
years of compulsory schooling for both men and women. In 1992 the policy decision
was made to change from 11 to 9 years of compulsory education. After nine years of
compulsory schooling, students can prepare for higher education in tenth or eleventh
grade or turn to vocational training. After graduating from any type of secondary
education, an individual can enter a higher education institution to obtain a bachelor's
degree and continue study toward a master's or doctoral degree.

Budget constraints and other transition problems following the collapse of the
Soviet Union, have made it difficult to maintain and update educational buildings,
equipment, texts, supplies, teaching methods, and curricula. Foreign aid for education
is desperately needed, but has not been sufficient to compensate for the loss of central
funding.

When viewed in general, the Uzbekistan educational system includes:

Preschool training (preprimary-from three to six years old)

General secondary education (from 6 to 15 years old)

Secondary vocational education (from 15 to 18 years old)

Higher education (undergraduate and graduate-from 18 years old).

Girls and boys are legally considered equal and study in the same classes and schools.
Schools are open to all ethnic groups, and minorities in schools are rarely an issue.
The academic year begins on 2 September (the first of September is the Independence
Day) or the first working day of September. The academic year ends in June for
secondary schools and in July for higher education. Russian was a common language

for over 100 nationalities living in the Soviet Union and played the same role as
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English for the United States. It was also the Lingua Franca of the socialist world that
included Bulgaria, Poland, Mongolia, and other European and Asian countries.
Without Russian as a common language, Uzbeks (and other ethnic groups) would have
to learn Ukrainian, Belorussian, Moldovian, Armenian, and many other languages to
communicate with the multinational population of the Soviet Union. Therefore, until
1991, Uzbeks preferred schools with instruction in Russian for their children. To not
do so would have put them at a great disadvantage socially. After Uzbekistan gained
its independence, Uzbek (not Russian) became the official language of instruction. In
1998-1999, some 76.8 percent of pupils at day schools were educated in Uzbek.

Customs and traditions of Uzbekistan
Customs and traditions of the Uzbek people have been forming for centuries. They are
very distinctive, impressive and different, dating back to different epochs and
religions. Initial formation of Uzbek culture dates back to the 6th-7th centuries BC, by
that time nomadic tribes shifted to a settled way of life in the valleys of Amu Darya,
Syr Darya and Zarafshan and founded first states. Former nomads founded settlements
and cities, bringing with them customs and traditions based on ancient cults of their
ancestors. Territory of modern Uzbekistan, Transoxiana, being parts of ancient states —
Khorezm, Sogdiana, Bactria - became the basis for formation of culture, which
subsequently became the basis of Uzbek culture.

Over centuries, traditions and customs of Uzbek people remained almost unchanged
despite the desire of many invaders to impose alien culture on. The Arabs had the
greatest influence on Uzbek customs and traditions, through the expansion of Islam
throughout Central Asia. Islam traditions were closely intertwined with pre-lIslamic
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beliefs and traditions, local culture, and firmly settled in the mode and minds of the
Uzbek people.

Vitamins

Vitamins and minerals are micronutrients required by the body to carry out a range
of normal functions. However, these micronutrients are not produced in our bodies
and must be derived from the food we eat.

Vitamins are organic substances that are generally classified as either fat soluble or
water soluble. Fat-soluble vitamins (vitamin A, vitamin D, vitamin E, and vitamin K)
dissolve in fat and tend to accumulate in the body. Water-soluble vitamins (vitamin

C and the B-complex vitamins, such as vitamin B6, vitamin B12, and folate) must
dissolve in water before they can be absorbed by the body, and therefore cannot be
stored. Any water-soluble vitamins unused by the body is primarily lost through urine.

Minerals are inorganic elements present in soil and water, which are absorbed by
plants or consumed by animals. While you’re likely familiar with calcium, sodium,
and potassium, there is a range of other minerals, including trace minerals

(e.g. copper, iodine, and zinc) needed in very small amounts.

In the U.S., the National Academy of Medicine (formerly the Institute of Medicine)
develops nutrient reference values called the Dietary Reference Intakes (DRISs) for
vitamins and minerals. [1] These are intended as a guide for good nutrition and as a
scientific basis for the development of food guidelines in both the U.S. and Canada.
The DRIs are specific to age, gender, and life stages, and cover more than 40 nutrient
substances. The guidelines are based on available reports of deficiency and toxicity of
each nutrient. Learn more about vitamins and minerals and their recommended intakes
in the table below.

Water grasses.

Proteins and Minerals

Proteins belong to a class of nutrients called macronutrients, which are so-named
because your body needs large amounts of them to function properly. Proteins
provide calories — 4 per gram — so they can be used as an energy source, if necessary.
Proteins also help your body build and use hormones, provide mechanical support
that allows you to move, help maintain fluid balance and keep your immune system
functioning properly. You should take in about 0.4 grams of protein for every pound
of body weight. If you weigh 130 pounds, this means consuming 52 grams of protein
daily.

Your body needs small amounts of vitamins for growth, reproduction and to maintain
overall good health. There are a total of 13 vitamins that are divided into two
categories based on how your body absorbs them. Water-soluble vitamins, which
include vitamin C and the B vitamins niacin, thiamine, riboflavin, vitamin B-6,
vitamin B-12, folate, biotin and pantothenic acid, are absorbed with water and enter
your bloodstream directly. The fat-soluble vitamins, which include vitamin A,
vitamin D, vitamin E and vitamin K, need dietary fat to be absorbed properly. The
fat-soluble vitamins pass through your small intestine and into your lymphatic system
before ultimately entering your bloodstream.

Storage of Vitamins

Your body has the ability to store fat-soluble vitamins. Vitamin A, K and E are stored
in your liver and vitamin D is stored in your fat and muscle tissues. When your
dietary intake of these vitamins falls short, your body releases some of the stored
vitamins to meet your needs. Your body does not have the ability to store water-
soluble vitamins. When you eat these vitamins, any excess is excreted in your urine.
Because of this, fat-soluble vitamin deficiencies are less common than water-soluble
vitamin deficiencies.
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Minerals

Minerals are inorganic substances that are divided into two classes — major and trace
— based on how much your body needs to function properly. You need the major
minerals in larger amounts, usually from hundreds to thousands of milligrams daily,
while you only need the trace minerals in small amounts, usually less than 20
milligrams daily.

Effects of desertification include sand and dust storms, food insecurity, vegetation
patterning and increasing poverty.

Kokaral dam was completed in 2005. By 2008, the water level had risen 12 m (39 ft)
above that of 2003,12 to 42 m (138 ft).l2l As of 2013, salinity dropped, and fish were
again present in sufficient numbers for some fishing to be viable.l22

Former United Nations Secretary General Ban Ki-moon called the shrinking of the
Aral Sea "one of the planet's worst environmental disasters".[21 The region's once-
prosperous fishing industry has been devastated, bringing unemployment and
economic hardship. The water from the diverted Syr Darya river is used to irrigate
about two million hectares (5,000,000 acres) of farmland in the Ferghana

Valley.!2 The Aral Sea region is heavily polluted, with consequent serious public
health problems. UNESCO has added historical documents concerning the Aral Sea to
its Memory of the World Register as a resource to study the environmental tragedy.

Ask any Uzbek people, whether old or young, about the dearest and most
favorite holiday. And as often as not you will get the answer “Navruz”. What kind
of holiday is it? And why it is so favourite by everyone, either residents or guests
of the country. First of all, perhaps, for the wisdom that came to us from midst of
time. Because the history of this holiday goes back to the Zoroastrianism epoch, to
the period of good god Zarathustra and the sun cult. And this holiday appeared not
without the reason, but exclusively on the call of nature. Exactly on March 21,
when day and night are equal, a new solar cycle, new astronomical year, and
consequently the law of renewal again come into their power. And today, as well
as thousand years ago, the holiday Navruz is full of original rituals and colorful
ceremonies. Though, they are not devoted to the cult of the Sun-god: many things
were introduced by Islamic religion, but they became not less interesting and
exciting at that.

The main mystery happens on the night of March 21. It is time for
preparation of the main ceremonial meal from germinated wheat: sumalak. The
whole mahalla, mostly women, gather near the huge pot: sit in a circle, sing songs,
have fun, each of them waits for their turn to stir the sumalak. In the morning still
warm sumalak is handed out to neighbors, relatives and friends. Tasting the
sumalak it is necessary to make a wish, which, the locals say, will come true.

Navruz generally is very tightly connected with new hopes and
expectations. Therefore, on this day it is used to forgive even the worst enemies,
not to quarrel, to help weak and poor people. People believe that all of this will lure
the success in your house.

Another good sign of the holiday is to entertain. Hostesses fry special
patties with greenery, cook nishalda, a sweet dessert made of egg whites, whipped
with sugar and scented roots of herbs, bake puff samsa, the fragrant pilaf is steamed
in pots... So on March 21 the table is plentifully served with delicious meals.
Abundance is also a good sign. In each house guests are awaited today: people
accept guests and pay visits. It is hard to stay at home on Navruz! Folk festivals in
the villages are especially interesting where traditional sport competition kupkari,
equestrian competitions are arranged, as well as folk fairs, where you can buy
everything from souvenirs to national baked foods.

The arts in Britain are flourishing, and present a varied and lively picture. London has
become an international forum of the arts, with major exhibitions of painting and
sculpture and theatre, opera and ballet companies and orchestras drawing large
audiences. Throughout Britain there are festivals and centres of artistic activity —among
them the Edinburgh International Festival, the music festivals at Aldeburgh, Windsor
and Cheltenham and opera at Glyndebourne.
The spread of musical interest in Britain owes much to the British Broadcasting
Corporation with its daily music programme and its partial financing of the Promenade
Concerts at the Royal Albert Hall, London.
There are over 900 museums and art galleries in Britain and art exhibitions are shown
all over the country through the Arts Council, which distributes government grants for
music, drama, painting and sculpture. Local authorities play an important part in
encouraging the arts, supporting galleries, orchestras and arts centres —an example is the
ambitious Midlands Art Centre for young people in Birmingham.
British artists, writers, musicians and architects exert a powerful influence abroad.
Notable figures include sculptors Henry Moore and Anthony Caro, painters Francis
Bacon and Graham Sutherland and, among younger artists, Richard Smith, winner of a
major international prize in 1967, Richard Hamilton, who painted the first “pop” picture,
and Bridget Riley, internationally known artist whose work has also inspired fashion.

At the Post-office

There are post-offices in every city and town and even in a small village of
Uzbekistan. In large towns and cities there is a General Post-office and a District
Post office. In a General Post office we can see a number of counters with notices
showing the operations handled: Parcel Post, Book Post, Money orders, stamps,
Registered and air-mail.

Thus, for instance, if you want to send a parcel you come up to the “Parcel
Post” counter. To send a parcel you must fill in a special from. The clerk will also
wrap you parcel. The amount of money you have to pay depends on the weight of
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the parcel and the sum of insurance. At the counter “Book Post” you can send printed
matters (books, magazines, newspapers, etc.). The post- office official will weigh
your parcel, post on some stamps and then he (or she) will write out the receipt.

The “ Post Restante ““ counter keeps your mail until called for, i.e. it is for those
who prefer to get their mail in person.

At the “Stamps” window you can buy stamps, envelopes, postcards, ordinary and
illustrated (in case you want to congratulate someone on a special occasion), note-
paper, etc.

The “Money Orders” window handles operations for sending or cashing postal or
telegraph money-orders. A telegraph money-order will reach the address quicker
than an ordinary postal order. If you want to send money to someone you must fill
in an order form and the name of the addressee in full. The clerk will charge you a
special postal rate and write out a receipt.

District post-offices handle several operations similar to these of the General Post-
office.
The clerk will sell you stamps, envelops, post-cards. Here you can also send a
wire (or telegram).
